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Idaho Meth Project Hosts Family Forum to Educate
Community about Dangers of Meth

Teens, Parents Join Community in Discussion

COEUR D’ALENE, Idaho—Jan. 13, 2010—The Idaho Meth Project will host a Free Family
Forum for Parents, *Tweens and Teens on Wednesday, January 20 to encourage conversations
between parents and children, and create ongoing and open community dialogue about the
negative effects of methamphetamine use. The forum will feature the dramatic story of a Coeur
d’Alene resident whose life was impacted by methamphetamine use. Attendees will also have an
opportunity to speak with healthcare experts from Kootenai Medical Center and law enforcement
officials about the effects Meth has on both the individual user and the community as a whole.
Coeur d’Alene Police Chief Wayne Longo will also speak at the forum.

The forum is the latest in a series of presentations conducted throughout the state. Over 1,000
parents and teenagers attended a similar forum held in Idaho Falls in October 2009.

Throughout his career, Longo has had experience
with the devastation that Meth creates in families and communities.
