KTVB's 2007 March Against Meth campaign is the recipient of the 2008 Service to
America Friend in Need Award award from the group. The program included a
documentary, news stories, community events, an online promotional campaign and a
large-scale community forum.

More than 4,000 people attended the community event - including Idaho Governor
Butch Otter and nationally known anti-drug speaker Milton Creagh.
